Mandatory Registration on National Portals for Dental Health Professionals

Dear Dental Colleagues,

In reference with directives from the National Health Authority (NHA), Government of

India, and the Dental Council of India (DCI), we would like to bring to your attention on an

important update regarding the registration of dental health professionals and facilities.

Register on HPR and HFR: All dental health professionals are required to register

themselves on the Healthcare Professionals Registry (HPR). Additionally, dental facilities

(clinics, hospitals) must register on the Health Facility Registry (HFR) at https://

nhpr.abdm.gov.in/home.

National Dental Register (NDR): As part of the ‘One Nation - One Register’ initiative,

the National Dental Register (NDR) portal was launched by the Hon’ble Union Minister of

Health & Family Welfare on February 5, 2024. It is crucial for all dental professionals to

register on the NDR portal to ensure their inclusion in the national dental registry.

KARACHI, Sept 13: Former

Pakistan Test captain Moin

Khan has said his son Azam’s

confidence had taken a beating

because of the way he was treat-

ed over the years, and held

former PCB chairman Ramiz

Raja responsible for the dam-

age done to his son’s career.

Moin, a former wicket-

keeper-batter like his son,

said that after watching all the

matches Pakistan played dur-

ing the 2024 T20 World Cup

in the Americas, he could

confidently say that his son

was best suited for the role.

“I watched the entire World

Cup and the matches leading

up to it, and it seemed like

Azam was the number one

choice for wicket-keeping and

batting. Then suddenly, after

just one match, the entire

strategy was changed,” said

Moin, who scored more than

6,000 international runs.

Azam faced considerable ire

from fans regarding his fitness,

with his golden duck against

the United States team not

going down well with the crick-

et-crazy Pakistani supporters.

He was dropped in the subse-

quent match against India.

“Azam wasn’t given a chance

to keep wickets after one

match and was dropped after

getting out on the very first

ball (against USA). Any player

can get out on the first ball, but

here the tradition of develop-

ing players that used to exist

is no longer there. Whether

Pakistan drew 2-2 against

Malaysia and Korea, before

beating Japan and China 2-1

and 5-1 respectively to climb

to the second spot.

year, India thrashed Pakistan

GREATER NOIDA, Sept

13: The one-off Test between

Afghanistan and New Zealand

was called off on Friday with-

out a ball being bowled ow-

ing to incessant rain here,

making it only the eighth in-

stance of a match being aban-

doned in such a manner in the

history of five-day games.

It was the first time that a

Test was abandoned without

any play at an Indian venue.

An inspection was held on

Friday morning but with

puddles still present on the

uncovered parts of the out-

field, it was a foregone con-

clusion that the match would

be abandoned without even

the toss taking place.

“It is still raining in Great-

er Noida and due to frequent

rains, the 5th and final day of

the Afghanistan vs New Zea-

land Test has been called off

by the match officials,” the

Afghanistan Cricket Board

said in a statement. Only sev-

en matches in the history of Test

cricket have been abandoned

without a ball being bowled

dating back to 1890. – PTI

Afghanistan-NZ Test abandoned
without a ball being bowled

NEW DELHI, Sept 13: The

legendary Bhaichung Bhutia

has called for the ouster of the

current dispensation in the All

India Football Federation

(AIFF), holding the sports

body responsible for the de-

cline in the national team’s per-

formance in recent times.

Bhutia came down heavily

on the AIFF, saying the ab-

sence of a roadmap for Indian

football has resulted in humil-

iating defeat at the hands of

Syria (0-3) and a tame draw

against Mauritius (0-0) in the

recently held three-nation In-

tercontinental Cup at home.

The former India captain

demanded an overhaul of the

AIFF administration.

“I think it’s not a great sign,

we have been on the decline

for quite some time now.

From being ranked in the top

100 to going down at 125. I

think football needs a new

governing body and election

and a fresh start.

“Otherwise, I think it’s

only going down,” Bhutia told

PTI Videos in an exclusive

interview on Friday.

“I think there has to be real-

ly serious discussion, thorough

debate that has to be done for

taking the game forward. I think

that our constitution has to be

reformed, the case is still in the

Supreme Court.

“I hope the Supreme

Court gives a verdict as soon

as possible. The federation

has to have a new constitu-

tion and a new body, a new

election has to happen,” the

football legend added.

India’s disappointing per-

formance in the Interconti-

nental Cup was preceded by

their failure to make the third

round of the 2026 FIFA World

Cup Qualifiers despite getting

a relatively easy draw, lead-

ing to the sacking of former

head coach Igor Stimac and

paving the way for a legal bat-

tle with the Croat. – PTI

Five

minutes later, Phurba Lachen-

pa spilled a vicious cross from

Liston Colaco before it rico-

cheted off Tiri and went in,

handing Mohun Bagan Super

Giant the lead, against the run

of play.
